These tegulations have'tiseittin-efféat for quits sori tinge'in the county and cover areas
such ds defensible space, eniérgsiisy devess, building sipnage, fuel modification -
standdrds and emergericy watér standards. These standaeds have also been adopted by the
Courity dnd are reflected in the Bl Dérado Désign and Improvement Standards Manual,
which is generally the only piece of information available to the public when it comes to
fire safety requirements: Under séction 1275.15 for fire hydrant locations, it elearly states
that fire hydrant placement serving any building within % mils of the building is adequate
fire protection, My parcel kias a fire hydrant that is less than 1,500 feet away from it and 2
mote less than 2,500 feet away. This hydrant was installed under the requirements in
effiect in the early 1990%s, which réquired fire flow rates no less than 1,500 gallans per
minmte, Most engines carry 1,500 Feet of supply hose that can be easily and quigkly laid
out to fight a fire, most likely in lets than a faw minutes, to protect any structure or land
it the nejghborhoed. The volume of water that is available using the existing fire hydrant
system will far exceed any amount of storage I put on this parcel,

~ The installation of a weter storage system is also very problematic on this parcel,
The County has many codes that must be followed to build a new home, one of which is
o#k wooilland protection, This parcel lies in sn important biological corrdor, which -
ineans thiat the o4k ivées that are on the site miust either remain on the site.or be.replaced
with 100% reglacement of any ¢Anopy removed. The planting department required an
exivitontmental assesshsnit of thie pateel-and vak repianting areas and schedules were
prépared and dociunidnted; This prodéss leaves no reasoneble area for installing a water
storage'systeini, whichi will need to-b% a shallow storage system, due to the high graund
wilter leve] that was enconntered during the septic perc test, to allow the shallow tanks,
which aré approximately double the eost of cther below ground tanks, to be instalted. The
anticipated area needed for this system Is approximately 2 20°x40° area. The parcel is
also hindered by a seasone] stream that runs across the back of it which required 2 100°

setback to any construction, and the C'C&R's do not allow above ground anks to be
installed. This means that to dig the pit, we need a 20°x40* clear area in the lower portion
of the parcel to avoid pumping the fire storage water uphilf as the parcel is faitly well
sloped. The pit for water storage cannot be moved much uphil! due to rock onteoppings
and rock that wag hit during excavation for the driveway, which has to be built up
significantly to meet the siringent fire department requirements of 15% maxitum
driveway slope. We also have the challengs of replanting the cak trees and maintaining
integrity of the oak tree root system because any tress that dis or #ail to sutvive for 10
yeats after the final of the building permit must be repianted, The sutvival rate for an oak
tree on top of a plastic tank is very low. The likelihond of dumage to the oak tres root
system is high and poses a potential for roots to infilirate the water storage system.

This house is protected by a fire sprinkler system for life safety purposes. In lieu
of the 5,250 gallon storage system that is proposed by the guideline document for storage
systems in rural neighborhoods, I would like to redice thisto 1,500 gallons. That would
leave 500 gallons for the fire sprinkler system and 1,000 gallons for alf other water use. I
would also propose that the fire department utilize the perfectly good and finctioning fire
hydrant system that they would utilize to fight any other fire in my neighborhood and is
wall within what is considered a reasonable distance to the property in question. The
inatallation of a water storage system for firefighting is bofh nnreasonzble due to existing
facilities being reedily available foruse and created a haxdship upon development of the
parcel that far exceeds the intended benefit of the system. [ look forward to your approval
of the waiver of the water storage system for firefighting purposes.

MEMORANDUM

Included in this month’s packet is Resclution 2013-10, Findings
supporting amendments to the 2013 California Fire Code.

Every three years the State of California adopis a new edition of the
California Fire Code (CFC). The CFC is based on the International
Fire Code (IFC). The State of California amends IFC to make it more
specific to the State. Similar to the State of California, El Dorado
County Fire makes amendments to the CFC to make it more applicable
to the needs of the Distriet based on Climatic, Geologic, and
Topographic conditions. Resolution 2013-10 is a statement of those
findings and is required step in making amendments to the CFC by El
Dorado County Fire. The amendments will be brought fo the Board in
the form of an Ordinance at a later date.

Staff recommends adopiing Resolution 2013-10,



RESOLUTION 2013-10

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE EL DORADO
COUNTY FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT, ADOPTING FINDINGS
SUFPORTING AMENDMENTS TO THE 2013 CALIFORNIA FIRE CODE

WHEREAS, the District intends to adopt an ordinance adopting the California Fire
Code, 2013 Edition, and prescribing regulations governing conditions hazardous to life,
propetrty and the environment from fire, explosion, hazardous materials and hazardous
uses, and

WHEREAS, the unique lacal climatic, geological, and topographical conditions existing
within the boundaries of the District make it reasonably necessary for the District to
impose more stringent requirements than set forth in the California Fire Code and
pursuant fo California Health and Safety Code sections 13869.7 and 17958.7, the District
desires to make express findings to the effect,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Directors of the El
Dorado County Fire District hereby adopts the following findings concerning ecwuirent
unicue local conditions that together make each madification to the California Fire Code,
2013 Edition, reasonably necessary to provide adequate and effective protection of {ife,
property and the environment,

General, After due consideration, the Boaxd of Directors of the El Dorade County Fire
District, hereby finds that due to local elimatic, geologic and topographic conditions, as
stated within this decument, there is a need to provide the modifications and changes
contained in the adoptive Ordinance of the 2013 California Fire Code. Such changes are
deemed to be reasonably necessary te provide adequate and effective protection of life,
property and the environment,

Climatie, The weather patterns with the El Dorado County Fire District are considered
variable. The normal year's rainfall is approximately 50 inches, while the summer
condition is often hot and dry with temperatures over 100 degress at times. This
combination often created hazardous fuel conditions in the El Dorado County Fire
District. Drying winds in the summer and fall months reduce fuel moisture and relative
humidity to the minimum levels, thereby creating idesl fire weather conditions.

Geologice. The El Dorado County Fire District is geologically mixed. Much of the El
Dorado County Fire District is precipitous hilly areas where escape opportunities from
residential structures are limited to one side of the home only, The steepness and uneven
nature of the land often hinders, and sometimes prevents, the erecting of rescue ladders at
the side of a home on a hillside parcel. The El Dorado County Fire Distriet is located
within a moderafe activity seismic Zone Three. The seismic, geological conditions
present a potential for multiple fires, major breakage of water mains, multiple electrical
power failures, muitiple collapsed structures and a large number of calls for emergency
medical aid, all of which may oceur simultaneously during a seismic event. Landslides
have also been experienced in the El Dorado County Fire Disirict in recent years, White
stabilization of hillsides can sometimes be achieved, heavy rainfalls have caused failures.
These slides can close roadways, making accessibility to many locations in the El Dorado
County Fire District impossible until properly cleared.



Topographic. The El Dorado County Fire District is protected by a combination of full
time paid firefighters and volunteer firefighters. The District is accessible only from the
outside by one State Highway and one U.S. Highway. Highway 50 corridor goes directly
through the El Dorado County Fire District and at times may be closed by snow or
mudslides. This can make access to many parts of the El Dorado County Fire District
difficult. Vehicular access is affected by steep hitly terrain and many secondary
ridgelines. Many streets are narrow and winding, restricting the specd at which fire
apparatus may safely respond which increases the time lapse between fire detection and
apparatus arrival. This delayad response may increase the time a family will face the fire
or other emergency on their own.

The El Dorado County Fire District has many dead-end steeets; this can restrict the ease
of relocation of fire and rescue equipment from one location to another, even though
actual separating distance between two areas may be minimal, In addition to restricting
access routed for fire apparatus, the dead-end streets also limit egress epportunities for
residents. Many of the commercial buildings in the El Dorado County Fire District were
largely built long before present code requirements existed. Consequently, many of these
structures do not meet even minimal standards of fire protection and life safety, Wood
frame construction of older buildings, especially those in mountainous areas, creates an
adverse exposure problem, nof only in being easily ignited by an adjacent structure fire,
but also in contributing to the extension of fire to other buildings through radiation, actusl
physical heat conduction and flying embers, Fire history in the El Dorado County Fire
District has shown flying embers will start secondary fires after being blown in the air,
Though out the El Dorado County Fire District there are areas in which there are no water
mains constructed at all.
